Happy Holidays!  Do you celebrate 
Christmas, Hanukkah or Kwanzaa?  
Maybe you opt for the trifecta…  
Whichever your celebration, there are 
very speciý c colors traditionally used 
to mark the winter holidays of Christ-
mas, Hanukkah and Kwanzaa.

Christmas Colors:

There are four (or ý ve) main colors 
that have come to symbolize Christ-
mas. Their meanings and the reasons 
they are associated with the holiday 
are certainly up for debate - Christian 
faith, historical references or the inþ u-
ences of pop culture - here is a brief 
description of each one:

Green is a natural representation of 
eternal life, speciý cally the evergreen 
tree and how it survives through the 
winter season. That’s why, in Christian 
belief, green represents the eternal life 
of Jesus Christ.

Red symbolizes Christ’s blood which 
was shed during his cruciý xion and 
thus reminds us of our own mortality. 

At the same time, red can also sym-
bolize excitement and ý re.  In pop 
culture, vibrant red also appears in 
Santa’s suit, made popular when the 
Coca-Cola beverage company used a 
red suit-clad Santa Claus in advertis-
ing in the early 20th century, to match 
the color of the soda’s cans.

White can represent light, joy, purity, 
and glory.  In many countries in the 
northern hemisphere, Christmas sea-
son coincides with winter and Christ-
mas time.

Gold was one of the gifts given to Je-
sus upon his birth, but the color itself 
is representative of sunlight and the 
stars.  Christmas lights, candles and 
the star atop a Christmas tree could 
remind Christians of the star the Wise 
Men followed to ý nd Christ the child.

Silver is often substituted for gold, as 
it can create a chilly atmosphere, rem-
iniscent of the wintry outside. Silver is 
sometimes exchanged for white, as 
well.
